AN EDUCATION SYSTEM NOT SET UP FOR ALL KIDS TO SUCCEED

Unequal access to opportunity disproportionately impacts children of color, who are two
times more likely to be born into poverty, and the pandemic has only widened these

existing gaps.

Estimates show students attending
majority-Black schools are 12 months
behind compared to peers in majority-
white schools, across the country.

2022 results from National Assessment of
Educational Progress (NAEP) show two
decades of academic progress erased.

Nationally, there are nearly 600,000
fewer educators in public schools today
than pre-pandemic, and less than half of
schools serving majority Black and brown

students are fully staffed.

2019 NAEP data in NJ shows that 4th
and 8th grade low-income students score
26 to 38 points lower than wealthy
students in math and reading.
