o Awarding Financial Aid:  Applicants who have been accepted to an AMI training center 

in the United States, demonstrate financial need, and meet the eligibility criteria may be 
awarded aid in the form of a tuition reduction.   

o Deadline to postmark your MES Fund Application and submit your online financial aid 
profile is May 1st of the same year coursework begins.
